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Veterans Affairs (VA) has made ending homelessness among Veterans a top priority, undertaking an unprecedented campaign to dramatically increase successful outcomes for Veterans and their families who are homeless or at risk of becoming homeless. St. Louis VA remains committed to this goal of ending Veteran homelessness alongside our federal, state, local and community partners. We recognize that ending Veteran homelessness is not a single event in time, but rather is a deliberate effort towards achieving the goal, and then continued follow-on efforts to make sure that the goal is maintained.






Our goal is a systematic end to homelessness, which means our communities: 

· Have identified all Veterans experiencing homelessness. 
· Are able to provide shelter immediately to any Veteran experiencing unsheltered homelessness who wants it. 
· Provide service intensive transitional housing in limited instances. 
· Have capacity to assist Veterans to swiftly move into permanent housing. 
· Have resources, plans and system capacity in place should any Veteran become homeless or be at risk of homelessness in the future.

St. Louis VA Homeless Programs is the only program in the nation to have a full-time Occupational Therapist  embedded within the VASH ( Veterans Affairs Supportive Housing) program. St. Louis HOPE programs have been working diligently over the  years to increase diversity among its interdisciplinary teams to ensure Veteran access to a wide range of highly trained specialists. 
Occupational Therapy (OT) is a much needed service for the Veterans we serve, it helps Veterans live their everyday lives despite an illness, injury, or circumstance. Occupational Therapists provide education to promote functional lifestyles as well as provide hands-on treatment to physical, cognitive, and mental health needs. OT focuses on Activities of Daily Living (bathing, dressing, eating) or Instrumental ADLs (leisure activities, handling money, handling household). In the HUD VASH program, OT helps veterans remain in housing by teaching skills in self-care, home management, and a variety of other daily activities..
